Convictions Activity

[bookmark: _GoBack]Wesley Hardin – Hardin, an agent, was paying policyholder premiums and refused to cooperate with the investigation conducted by his company. Hardin was convicted of one count of attempted theft by deception and ordered to pay $1,248.75 to AFLAC Insurance Company. Hardin was sentenced to 365 days in jail, conditionally discharged for two years. 

Progressive Medical – Progressive Medical trafficked in controlled substances under the pretense of providing medical care to alleged victims, and charged the insurance companies under Personal Injury Protection. Progressive pleaded guilty to one count of controlled substances violations and was ordered to pay $50,125. Dr. George Nobile of Progressive pleaded guilty to one count of conspiracy to distribute and dispense a controlled substance. He was placed on probation for one year and ordered to pay a fine of $50,025.
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
